California Healthy Kids Survey (CHKS) is an anonymous, confidential survey of school
climate and safety, student wellness, and youth resiliency. We will be administering it to students
in grades 6 and 7 on April 22nd/23rd. It enables schools and communities to collect and analyze
data regarding local youth health risks and behaviors, school connectedness, school climate,
protective factors, and school violence. The CHKS allows us to focus on improving the school climate
and the student learning environment for overall school improvements. Copies of the CHKS are
available in the school office for parent preview. All students in grade 6 (considered elementary
school) will receive a permission slip next week to allow them to participate. All students in grade 7
(considered middle school) will participate unless a parent wishes to opt them out, in which case
parents should email the teacher or the school to inform us that you do not want your child to
participate in the survey.
